MHYC Awarded Federal YouthBuild Grant

The Department of Labor announced Friday that
MHYC will receive one of only 96 national
YouthBuild grants to support its innovative con-
struction training and educational program for
out-of-school young adults. In 2008 and 2009,
72 young adults will don hard hats and work
boots and help construct homes for low-income
families at Denver Housing Authority’s Park Ave-
nue Redevelopment in Five Points. “Youth-
Builders” will learn technical skills working side-
by-side with professional contractors and spend
50% of their time in the classroom studying for
the GED, learning computer skills and preparing
for full-time careers in the industry. The three-
year grant of $984,293 is MHYC's largest grant
